In pursuit of strategic expansion, we're strengthening our presence and partnerships in India. Notably, two new
hospital collaborations have been forged, leveraging our well-established relationships, solid reputation
and unwavering dedication to advancing pediatric cardiac programs.

In India, approximately 240,000 children are born with CHD each year, and there is an urgent need for an estimated
144,000 infants to have CHD procedures annually. Nearly 90% of children with CHD lack access to heart care.

Through the integration of cutting-edge technologies like

virtual reality (VR) and augmented reality (AR), our partner

hospitals continue to transform care for children with
CHD. Children’s HeartLink is embracing virtual training to
enhance heart care training on a global scale. This year
volunteer nurse educators supported the first-ever virtual
Nurse Residency Program, connecting nurses in India and
Malaysia with live and on-demand trainings. Additionally,
our mini-symposium virtual lecture series with partner
hospitals in Brazil completed its third year, and virtual
case discussions continue each week to unite heart care

teams from partner hospitals worldwide with their medical

volunteer teams. These technological advancements
complement in-person training, enabling year-round
learning and relationship development between partners
and volunteers.

Nhi Dong 1 set a new standard in pediatric cardiac care in
2023 by becoming the first-ever Children’s HeartLink Center
of Excellence hospital in Vietnam.

“Today, we have a strong pediatric cardiac care team who
takes a multidisciplinary approach to caring for children with
heart disease,” said Dr. Hao, who leads the pediatric cardiac
program at Nhi Dong 1. “Our program has evolved, and we
are seeing more children with heart disease and treating
children with more complex heart disease.”

In a 15-year time span, Nhi Dong 1 improved their pediatric
cardiac program to consistently deliver high-quality, complex
care to children with congenital heart disease.

At Nhi Dong 1:

- There are more cardiologists, surgeons and anesthesiologists
than ever before who specialize in pediatric cardiac care.

+ The team increased the number of children being
served by 83%, and there are more children receiving heart
surgery today than there were at the beginning
of the partnership.

- The number of children on the wait list has gone down
dramatically since the beginning of our partnership,
from an average of 1,000 waiting up to three years for
treatment, down to an average between 90-200 patients
waiting only 1-3 months.

While we can't prevent congenital heart disease, we can
continue to reach more children through partnerships like
we have with Nhi Dong 1 focused on building capacity to help
more children, creating patient care pathways and leading
advocacy efforts globally.
